BRAIN-COMPATIBLE LESSON PLAN
Lesson Objective(s):  What will you be teaching?


Ways to Gain/Maintain Attention (Primacy or Set):  How will you gain & maintain students’ attention?  Consider need, novelty, meaning, or emotion.


Content Chunks:  How will you divide & teach the content to engage students’ brains?

Instruction: (This is where you provide information & model.  “I do”)
Check for Understanding:  (Each student, each time.  “You do.”  Teacher is checking to see if children understood the instruction.)
Guided Practice: (Teacher monitors students as they work on additional examples.  “We do”  This is more independent than Checks for Understanding.)
Closure:  (Check learning one more time.)
Independent Practice:  (Practice Activities/Assessment of Learning)
